Richard Adams High School Senior Renewable 
Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 2012 as a memorial scholarship 
to honor Mr. Richard Adams, a past STRATA Networks employee, 
who lost his life while doing maintenance work during regular 
working hours. This scholarship (one per year) is available to 
graduating high school students who are dependents of STRATA 
NETWORKS members. The scholarship is to be used for post high 
school education such as colleges, universities, technology centers, 
or other advanced training centers or programs. This scholarship 
is payable up to $10,000 in four equal installments of $2,500 per 
school year, based on meeting eligibility requirements each school 
year. Preference will be given to those who meet the following 
criteria and are selected by the Scholarship Committee.

•	 Study communications, technology, or business-related fields.
•	 Future plans include returning to the local community.
•	 Meet requirements of the STRATA Networks’ Board Scholarship 

Committee to prequalify for the next year’s scholarship 
renewal.
